N: Course Content:
1. Aural Recognition

a) Melodic intervals within an octave, ascending and descending.

b) Harmonic intervals and simple two-part textures.

c) Triads in root position, first and second inversions.

d) Simple diatonic melodies in major and minor modes.

e) Bass factor, quality, and position of primary triads in major and minor progressions.
f) Meter, mode, cadence types.

g) Basic rhythmic patterns in both simple and compound meters.

h) Error detection and correction exercises.

2. Sight Performance

a) Diatonic melodies with simple rhythms.
b) Simple rhythmic exercises.

3. Musicianship Skills Performance
a) Intervals, triads and broken chord progressions.

b) Use of a relative pitch labelling system (movable-doh solfege or scale degree numbers).
¢) Use of Kodaly hand signs and basic conducting patterns.
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
